How can you be a “giver,” a “team player” in your
local church? Pray - pray for your church and your church staff. Verbally
encourage others - see how many people you can encourage when we gather.
Use your gifts - God placed you in this fellowship on purpose and with a purpose.
Need help finding your place? See Brother Bobby or me. Tithe - God intends for
this church to greatly impact the world, winning the lost to Christ and training
them to do the same. Your gifts to God help you surrender to and trust the Lord
and make it possible for our church to fulfill its mission.

The following comes from the Financial Freedom Seminar.
The message gave me a lot to think about and was
something I needed to hear, so I thought I would
share it with you. I can’t tell you thatI have
stopped watching television all together but
I feel the need to move in that direction.

Read these 8 consequences and let me know what you think.

8 Consequences of Watching Television

1. Watching television establishes the practice of tolerating evil to enjoy a little
good.
Proverbs 8:13 The fear of the LORD is to hate evil; Pride and arrogance and
the evil way and the perverted mouth, I hate.

2. Televisions amusement format lowers resistance to evil.
Proverbs 4:23 Watch over your heart with all diligence, For from it flow the

springs of life.

3. Watching television provides constant access to the world’s system and false
concepts.
Colossians 2:8 See to it that no one takes you captive through philosophy and
empty deception, according to the tradition of men, according to the
elementary principles of the world, rather than according to Christ.

4. Watching television deadens our conscience by providing comparison with new
lows of immorality.
Matthew 24:12 Because lawlessness is increased, most people's love will grow
cold.

5. Watching television allows our kids to relate to people, evil individuals, we
would never allow in our home.
Proverbs 13:20 He who walks with wise men will be wise, but the companion
of fools will suffer harm.

6. Watching television devours our most precious recourse, TIME.
Psalms 90:12 So teach us to number our days, that we may present to You a
heart of wisdom.

7. Watching television stifles creativity, in us and our children, by deadening our
responses to our conscience and scripture.

8. Watching television makes us and our children an enemy of God.
James 4:4 You adulteresses, do you not know that friendship with the world
is hostility toward God? Theref](/)re whoever wishes to be a friend of the world
makes himself an enemy of God.
