Music Notes

“The Lord is my light and my salvation; whom shall I fear? The Lord is the strength of my
life; of whom shall I be afraid?” — Psalm 27:1

Many of the hymns we sing have become so familiar that we often do not truly grasp the
message the writer is attempting to convey. There are times when just reading the text of a
song is more inspirational than singing the tune. And, knowing something about the author
and the circumstances that inspired the composition helps to generate a personal adaptation
for our daily lives.

Karolina W. Sandell-Berg is known as the OFanny Crosby of SwedenO, and is the author of
the hymn titled Buy by Day.” She was born in Frvderyd, Sweden, on October 3, 1832, the
daughter of Jonas Sandell, pastor of the villageOs Lutheran church. Though frail in body,
she had a strong spirit, feasting on the artistic, literary, and religious influences of her home
life.

But tragedy struck when she was twenty-six. Lina and her father were enjoying a boat trip
on the east coast of Sweden near Gothenburg when the ship suddenly lurched. Before her
eyes, Rev. Sandell pitched overboard and drowned. Returning home alone, Lina began
processing her grief through the Scriptures and expressing her faith in poetry. During that
year, 1858, she published fourteen poems.

Seven years later, in 1865, she published the hy®ay by Day.” In it Lina spoke from
personal experience about the daily strength the Lord provides for His struggling children.

This hymn, found in the Baptist hymnal at page sixty-six, has become one of my favorites
over time for the comfort and assurance the verses describe.

1. Day by day and with each passing moment, Strength | find to meet my trials
here; Trusting in my FatherOs wise bestowment, IOve not cause for worry or for
fear. He whose heart is kind beyond all measure gives unto each day what He
deems best B Lovingly, its part of pain and pleasure, Mingling toil with peace
and rest.

2. Every day, the Lord Himself is near me with a special mercy for each hour; All
my cares He fain would bear, and cheer me, He whose name is Counselor and
PowOr. The protection of His child and treasure is a charge that on Himself He
laid; OAs thy days, thy strength shall be in measure,O This the pledge to me He
made.

3. Help me then in every tribulation so to trust Thy promises, O Lord, that | lose
not faithOs sweet consolation offered me within Thy holy Word. Help me, Lord,
when toil and trouble meeting, EQer to take, as from a fatherOs hand, One by one,
the days, the moments fleeting, till | reach the promised land.

If you need strength for a particular trial, take this grand old hymn into the day with you,
and claim some of the wonderful promises God has given:

As an inventor, he holds several U.S. and foreign patents and is
active in the area of alternative fuels.

For more than thirty years, the Lord has granted the Chitticks the privilege of
serving Him in the area of showing the total accuracy of the Holy Bible. Their
ministry has centered around Bible and science questions, especially those related
to the first eleven chapters of the book of Genesis.

At first, Dr. Chittick lectured on creation/evolution topics on the side while he was
employed full time as a university professor. Then the ministry opportunities grew
rapidly. In 1980, Dr. Chittick resigned his full-time teaching position and began
with the help of his wife, Donna, to devote full time to giving seminars.
