I was listening to a message this week by Tommy Nelson, Senior Pastor of Denton Bible
Church, about “The Essentials of a Healthy Home” and I thought I would share his 8
main points with you. After reading these if you would like to listen to the whole
message, he is a very good speaker, let me know and I will try to ﬁet a copy.
Following are the 8 things he says are essential for a healthy home:

1. Proverbs 15:16-17; 17:1. Your house should be a house of peace.
Parents should love each other and they should work through conflict properly,
in a Godly manner, so as not to destroy the peace in the home.

2.2 Samuel 14: 28-33. Our children need time with us.
A father and mother need to spend time with each of their children, face to face,
listening to, doing things with them, loving them.

3. Fathers and mothers are to teach their children.



Teach them theology even when they are young. They will not understand it as
theology %ut they will know the truth when they get older.
Deuteronomy 6:6-9 (I added this scripture reference)

4. Fathers and mothers should be Godly examples.
Father and mother should live out the Christian life in front of their children in a way to
be an example of how they should live. Also, if we mess up, and we all do, go and
make it right, apologize and ask for forgiveness. (Let our kids see us pray, etc.)

5. Colossians 3:19, 21.
Don’t provoke your children to anger and cause them to loose heart.
A child can loose heart if he feels like he can never please his dad. A child needs to
have esteem, to know that he is loved.

6. Proverbs 22:6. Help them discover what God created them to be and/or do.
Help them find their bent (in the way he should go, Proverbs 22:6), what they enjoy and are
good at. Then love them right where they are, as God has designed them.

7. Children need affection, love with skin on.
Continue to have good, proper phgsical touch with your children, hug,
touch, love on your children even as they get older.

8. Proverbs 19:18; 22:15; 23:13; 29:15. Give them Godly discipline.

We need to know there is something wrong with our children; they are born sinners
because they are born from parents we are sinners. They need discipline and teaching.
Start when they are young, once they get to about 3 or 4 the concrete hardens a little
and it becomes more difficult to teach them. (One specific he shares is: don’t let a boy
disrespect his mother. You as his father deal with any disrespect a son shows to his
mother.) The opposite of love is apathy.

These are all positive things to do. Sometimes Christian parents think they are good
parents simpﬁe because of the things they don’t let their children do. They don't let
their children watch this, or go there, or do that, but we need to build into them Truth.
Parenting is what we do. (by Tommy Nelson, Senior Pastor of Denton Bible Church)
